THE LORD'S SUPPER

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad
confidence that, as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His
very body and blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our
union with Him and with one another. Our Lord invites to His Table those who trust His words,
repent dll sins, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that
they may show forth His death until He comes.

Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily, according to
Holy Scripture, do so to their great harm and because Holy Communion is a confession of the
faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a
confession differing from that of this congregation and the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod,
are asked to refrain from communing with us until such a time as they are properly
instructed.

A short, more detailed explanation of our Confessional practice is available from our
Ushers or Elders. If you would like to learn more about the Sacrament of the Altar and our
confessional position, I would be happy to visit with you.

Gospel Reading: Luke 5:1-11

1 On one occasion, while the crowd was pressing in on [Jesus] to hear the word
of God, he was standing by the lake of Gennesaret, > and he saw two boats by the
lake, but the fishermen had gone out of them and were washing their nets. 3 Getting
into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, he asked him to put out a little from the
land. And he sat down and taught the people from the boat. 4+ And when he had
finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into the deep and let down your nets
for a catch.” s And Simon answered, “Master, we toiled all night and took nothing!
But at your word I will let down the nets.” ¢ And when they had done this, they
enclosed a large number of fish, and their nets were breaking. 7 They signaled to their
partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the
boats, so that they began to sink. s But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at
Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.” o For he and
all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish that they had taken, 10 and
so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And
Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching men.”
11 And when they had brought their boats to land, they left everything and followed
him.

As ‘We Gather... Jesus Makes Fishers of Men

The Lord called fishermen to be fishers of men (Luke 5:1-11). The net they would use is
the message of the cross, which is foolishness and a stumbling block to the world (1
Corinthians 1:18-25). The power of God to save is not in spectacular signs like wind
and fire and earthquakes (1 Kings 19:11-21), nor is it to be found in human
intelligence and wisdom. The power of God to save comes in the still, small voice of
the preaching of Christ crucified. In worldly darkness the disciples could catch
nothing. But in the light of Christ, whose Word was attached to the water, the boats
were filled with fish. So it is that in Baptism you have been drawn in to the ship of the
Church. Though the nets are breaking and some who hear the Word do not believe,
pastors continue to cast the net of the Gospel and the Sacraments, that Christians
may abide in the boat of the Church and that we may be ready to give a defense to
everyone who asks a reason for the hope that is in us (1 Peter 3:8-15).

The Work of the Holy Spirit

159. How do Scriptures describe this gracious work of the Spirit in you?

The Scriptures teach that by the Gospel the Holy Spirit “enlightened me with
His gifts,” that is, He gave me the saving knowledge of Jesus, my Savior, so that I
trust, rejoice, and find comfort in Him.

560 1 Peter 2:9 - You are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a
people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of Him who called
you out of darkness into His wonderful light.

561 2 Corinthians 4:6 - God, who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,” made
His light shine in our hearts to give us the light of the knowledge of the glory
of God in the face of Christ.

562 1 Peter 1:8 - Even though you do not see Him now, you believe in Him and
are filled with an inexpressible and glorious joy.

563 Romans 15:13 - The God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust

in Him, so that you may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.
