THE LORD'S SUPPER

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad
confidence that, as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His
very body and blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our
union with Him and with one another. Our Lord invites to His Table those who trust His words,
repent dll sins, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that
they may show forth His death until He comes.

Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily, according to
Holy Scripture, do so to their great harm and because Holy Communion is a confession of the
faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a
confession differing from that of this congregation and the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod,
are asked to refrain from communing with us until such a time as they are properly
instructed.

A short, more detailed explanation of our Confessional practice is available from our
Ushers or Elders. If you would like to learn more about the Sacrament of the Altar and our
confessional position, I would be happy to visit with you.

D I desire to live as God wants me to. (John 14:15; 1 John 2:6)

D I am sure of my eternal salvation because Jesus died for me and rose again. (John
3:16; Romans 8:14; & 1 John 5:11-12)

D I believe the Risen Christ is really present in Holy Communion and that with the
bread and wine I receive His Body and Blood. (Matthew 26:26-28; Mark
4:22-24; 1 Cor. 10:16-17; Luke 22:17-20)

010 ‘Testament ‘Reading: 7 Samuel 16:1-13

1 The Lord said to Samuel, “How long will you grieve over Saul, since I have
rejected him from being king over Israel? Fill your horn with oil, and go. I will send
you to Jesse the Bethlehemite, for I have provided for myself a king among his
sons.” 2 And Samuel said, “How can I go? If Saul hears it, he will kill me.” And the
Lord said, “Take a heifer with you and say, ‘I have come to sacrifice to the Lord.” 3
And invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what you shall do. And you
shall anoint for me him whom I declare to you.” 4+ Samuel did what the Lord
commanded and came to Bethlehem. The elders of the city came to meet him
trembling and said, “Do you come peaceably?” s And he said, “Peaceably; I have
come to sacrifice to the Lord. Consecrate yourselves, and come with me to the
sacrifice.”

13 Then Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed
him in the midst of his brothers. And the Spirit of the Lord rushed upon David from
that day forward.

‘Epistle Reading: 7 Corinthiaps 13:1-13

1 If T speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am a noisy
gong or a clanging cymbal. 2 And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all
mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but
have not love, I am nothing. 3 If I give away all I have, and if I deliver up my body to
be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing.

4 Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant s or
rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; ¢ it does not
rejoice at wrongdoing, but rejoices with the truth. 7 Love bears all things, believes all
things, hopes all things, endures all things.

s Love never ends. As for prophecies, they will pass away; as for tongues, they
will cease; as for knowledge, it will pass away. o+ For we know in part and we
prophesy in part, 10 but when the perfect comes, the partial will pass away. 1 When I
was a child, I spoke like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When
I became a man, I gave up childish ways. 12 For now we see in a mirror dimly, but
then face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I have been
fully known.

13 So now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; but the greatest of these is
love.

Gospel Reading: Luke 18:31-43

31 Taking the twelve, [Jesus] said to them, “See, we are going up to Jerusalem,
and everything that is written about the Son of Man by the prophets will be
accomplished. 32 For he will be delivered over to the Gentiles and will be mocked
and shamefully treated and spit upon. 33 And after flogging him, they will kill him,
and on the third day he will rise.” 34 But they understood none of these things. This
saying was hidden from them, and they did not grasp what was said.

35 As he drew near to Jericho, a blind man was sitting by the roadside begging.
36 And hearing a crowd going by, he inquired what this meant. 37 They told him,
“Jesus of Nazareth is passing by.” 3s And he cried out, “Jesus, Son of David, have
mercy on me!” 30 And those who were in front rebuked him, telling him to be silent.
But he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 4 And Jesus
stopped and commanded him to be brought to him. And when he came near, he
asked him, 41 “What do you want me to do for you?” He said, “Lord, let me recover
my sight.” 422 And Jesus said to him, “Recover your sight; your faith has made you
well.” 43 And immediately he recovered his sight and followed him, glorifying God.
And all the people, when they saw it, gave praise to God.

As ‘We Gather... ‘Faith Alone

The seeing are blind, while the one who is blind can see (Luke 18:31-43).
Jesus tells the twelve that He is going up to Jerusalem to suffer and die and
rise again, but they cannot understand or grasp what He is saying. The
meaning of His words is hidden from their sight. However, as Jesus makes
His way up to Jerusalem, a blind man calls out to Him for merey. This blind
man sees that Jesus is the Messiah, the Savior, for he calls Him “Son of
David.” Indeed, Jesus is the Lord’s anointed, the keeper of sheep (1 Samuel
16:1-13) who goes to lay down His life for the sheep. He is the incarnate love
of the Father who suffers long and is Rind, who is not pufted up, who never
fails us (1 Corinthians 13:1-13). Jesus opens the eyes of the blind (Isaiah
35:3-7) to see Him not according to outward appearances of lowliness, but
according to His heart of mercy and compassion. Those who behold Him
thus by faith follow Him to the cross through death into life.

Christian Questions with Their Answers

Prepared by Dr. Martin Luther for those who intend to go to the Sacrament

After confession and instruction in the Ten Commandments, the Creed, the Lord’s
Prayer, and the Sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper, the pastor may ask, or
Christians may ask themselves these questions:

7. Who is Christ?
The Son of God, true God and man.

8. How many Gods are there?
Only one, but there are three persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

9. What has Christ done for you that you trust in Him?
He died for me and shed His blood for me on the cross for the forgiveness of sins.

10. Did the Father also die for you?

He did not. The Father is God only, as is the Holy Spirit; but the Son is both true God
and true man. He died for me and shed His blood for me.

11. How do you know this?

From the Holy Gospel, from the words instituting the Sacrament, and by His body
and blood given me as a pledge in the Sacrament.
